Latest Development of Iran’s Peaceful Nuclear Activity 

The latest IAEA report attests to the exclusively peaceful nature of Iran's nuclear program. The latest IAEA Director General's report attests to the exclusively peaceful nature of the nuclear program of the Islamic Republic of Iran, both in the past and at present. The report also shows that Iran, as a responsible and transparent member of the NPT, is fully committed to its international obligations with regard to its peaceful nuclear program, and has been robustly cooperating with the Agency.

Iran's cooperation with the IAEA has been far beyond its treaty obligations. In this regard the report, inter alia, stresses, "Since March 2007, fourteen unannounced inspections have been conducted. All nuclear material at Fuel Enrichment Plant (FEP), as well as all installed cascades, remains under Agency containment and surveillance. 
All nuclear material at the Pilot Fuel Enrichment Plant (PFEP) as well as the cascade area, remains under Agency containment and surveillance all of the uranium in the form of UF6 produced at the Uranium Conversion Facility (UCF) remains under Agency containment and surveillance the Agency has been able to continue to verify the non-diversion of declared nuclear material in Iran.
 Iran has provided the Agency with access to declared nuclear material and has provided the required nuclear material accountancy reports in connection with declared nuclear material and activities". 

By resolving the six past outstanding issues according to the agreed Work Plan, on the one hand, and conducting all its present activities, including the enrichment, under the full and continuous monitoring of the IAEA based on the IAEA Statute, the NPT and the comprehensive safeguards agreement, on the other, the Islamic Republic of Iran has removed any so-called "concerns" or “ambiguities" with regard to its peaceful nuclear activities in the past and at present.

As declared in the previous IAEA reports, the Work Plan, which was concluded between Iran and the IAEA, is fully implemented and the 6 outstanding issues have been completely resolved. The landmark accomplishment in resolving the outstanding issues, which has only been possible through Iran’s goodwill and proactive cooperation with the IAEA far beyond its treaty obligations as, reflected in the IAEA reports- attests to the fact that the allegations made by certain countries about Iran's peaceful nuclear program have been, from the beginning, baseless. Despite the fact that the so-called Alleged Studies issue has not been an outstanding issue between Iran and the IAEA and is a baseless allegation made by certain circles to undermine the positive momentum created in Iran's cooperation with the IAEA, Iran- in yet another indication of its seriousness in its cooperation with the Agency and its determination in leaving no stones unturned in this cooperation- has cooperated seriously with the Agency on the questions related to this matter too. 

All these sincere cooperation on the part of Iran has been displayed while it has been clear from the outset that the said allegations are false and while - as stated in the most recent IAEA report even the Agency has not been in possession of all the so-called documents related to these allegations, let alone being able to provide Iran with necessary documents in this regard. 
The full implementation of the Work Plan and thus resolution and closure of all the six outstanding issues have undoubtedly eliminated the most basic pretexts and allegations on the basis of which Iran's peaceful nuclear program was conveyed to the Security Council, and demonstrates that the actions taken against the Islamic Republic of Iran by the Security Council I have been unfair, unwarranted and unlawful. 
According to the Work Plan, the Agency and Iran had "agreed that after the implementation of the work plan and the agreed modalities for resolving the outstanding issues, the implementation of safeguards in Iran will be conducted in a routine manner." 

Therefore, and in the wake of the latest reports of the IAEA, Iran's peaceful nuclear program should be dealt with solely by the Agency as a regular item on its agenda, and thus, as envisaged in the Work Plan, the safeguards implementation in .Iran would be in a routine manner.
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
