Conference on Nuclear Disarmament in Tehran, 17-18 April, 2010

The embassy of  Islamic Republic of Iran  in wellington announces:  

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MFA) of the Islamic Republic of Iran is organizing a conference in Tehran entitled “International Disarmament and Non Proliferation” on 17th and 18th of April 2010.

The purpose of Tehran International Disarmament Conference is to explore the existing challenges to nuclear disarmament and elimination of all types of WMDs. The conference also seeks to explore mechanisms for materializing the idea of a world free of nuclear weapons. 

Among other topics of the conference mention can be made of the following:
-         Examination of nuclear doctrines and their inconsistency with the current world situation; the nuclear states regrettably continue to insist on the role of nuclear weapons in their military doctrines and, once in a while, threaten non-nuclear states with the use of such inhuman and destructive weapons. 
-         The need to control the vertical proliferation of nuclear weapons that is the development of new generations of such weapons; the nuclear states have not only failed to fulfill their obligations on the total elimination of nuclear weapons but they also continue to develop new generations of such weapons which has added to the concerns of the international community. 
-         The significance of globalization of NPT: the international community should try to make all countries which have not yet joined NPT do so and make sure that all countries place their nuclear activities under the surveillance of the IAEA safeguards. 
-         The need to prevent discrimination and practice of double standards: the double standards and discriminatory approach practiced by the nuclear states towards the NPT member states as well as the states which have not joined this treaty including the imposition of restrictions on the development of the peaceful nuclear programs of the member states and promotion of nuclear cooperation with countries which have not joined NPT, or refusal to fulfill disarmament obligations while insisting on the non-proliferation obligations have severely hurt the credibility and integrity of the treaty. 
-         Tehran International Disarmament Conference aims, inter alia, to explore possible mechanisms for monitoring the disarmament process of the nuclear states using, inter alia, the capacities of the IAEA. 
-         The conference also seeks to examine the illegitimacy of nuclear weapons from the perspective of divine religions.
-         One of the major concerns of the international community is the significance of the international instruments particularly Article 6 of NPT for nuclear disarmament and the necessity for their implementation.
-         Tehran conference will also examine the legal aspects of the use or threatened use of nuclear weapons; the advisory rule (1996) of the International court of Justice on the illegitimacy of nuclear weapons which stipulates the obligation of the nuclear states towards the implementation of the Article 6 of NPT and their commitment to total elimination of nuclear weapons is of special significance. 
-         Regarding the creation of nuclear free regions, regrettably, the efforts of the international community for creation of a nuclear free zone in the Middle East have reached a stalemate due to the defiance of the Zionist regime to join NPT and its nuclear proliferation program; the ways and means of creating such a region in the Middle East particularly the commitment of the nuclear states towards the implementation of the resolution of the Review Conference of 1995 must be examined. 
-         The existence of nuclear weapons, by its very nature, is a cause of concern to the international community irrespective of who possesses them; the continued possession of such weapons by some states which allege to keep them in a safe state can not be used as a pretext to keep such weapons. 
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
