I address this letter to Your Excellency, driven by the need to alert member states of the Non-Aligned Movement to the evolving serious development antithetical to the noble idea of the Movement, as the United States’ moves of infringing upon the sovereignty of NAM member states are now reaching the extreme and becoming ever more arrogant. 
As has been known to all, the U.S. president Trump insulted African countries in unheard-of vulgar words while speaking about refugee issue in January, and issued the Executive Order, characterized by discrimination against foreigners and expulsion of immigrants, having prompted strong protests and condemnation across the world.

Responsibility for the refugee problem lies entirely with the U.S. that is engaged in destroying peace and stability of the sovereign states by waging reckless “war on terror” throughout the world, and the impudent remarks of the U.S. president have fully laid bare the reactionary nature of ridiculous and anachronistic “America First”.

The same is true with regard to the issue of the Middle East.

The United States made a decision in December last year to recognize Kuds as capital of Israel and to move the U.S. embassy in Tel Aviv to Kuds, and the decision was followed by the recent announcement on February 23 of a plan to open a new embassy in Kuds in coming May.
Such an uneducated and unbridled act of the U.S. is an open challenge to the desire and efforts of the world people to see an independent state of Palestine and the peace in the Middle East, and especially to the UNGA Resolution adopted on December 21, 2017, calling for withdrawal of the U.S. decision to recognize Kuds as capital of Israel and also to the Political Declaration adopted on February 22, 2018 by the NAM Ministerial Committee on Palestine.
The hysterical behaviors of the U.S. authorities shown, inter alia, through the racist remarks insulting the African countries and the decision to recognize Kuds as capital of Israel deserve due condemnation and denunciation, as they stand for a mockery to NAM and the international society as a whole.
The U.S. act of trampling on the sovereignty of NAM member states finds its striking expression on the Korean peninsula.
Thanks to the noble love for the nation and strong determination for reunification and peace by the respected Comrade Kim Jong Un, chairman of the State Affairs Commission of the DPRK, a dramatic change is now unfolding on the Korean peninsula in favor of peace and stability, national reconciliation and collaboration, and reunification.
The long-awaited inter-Korean dialogue and cooperation have been realized and the Winter Olympic Games were successfully held owing to the inter-Korean joint efforts.  This has proved that if we, the north and south of Korea, make concerted efforts in the spirit of By Our Nation Itself, we can definitely improve inter-Korean relations, ease tension on the Korean peninsula and make a breakthrough for independent reunification.

The international society warmly welcomes and supports the atmosphere of improved inter-Korean relations and looks forward to seeing an eased tension continue on the Korean peninsula. However, the U.S. going against the aspirations of the international society, aggravates the situation intentionally by dispatching strategic assets including nuclear powered aircraft carrier strike groups to the very vicinity of the Korean peninsula. 
Moreover, the U.S. has openly declared that it will proceed with a large-scale aggressive joint military exercises against the DPRK soon after the Winter Olympic Games.

This is a highly dangerous move to spoil the hard-won inter-Korean reconciliation process and the atmosphere of détente and to bring the situation of the Korean peninsula into an unpredictable perilous phase.

All the facts clearly illustrate once again that the U.S. is the cancer of disturbing and destruction of world peace and security, the kingpin who infringes upon state sovereignty of NAM member states and the main culprit of human rights abuses.

NAM, as an authoritative force representing the interests of developing countries, should take joint action to counter the arrogant wild acts of the United States for pursuing its own interests by sacrificing NAM member states.

The Mid-Term Ministerial Conference of NAM, to be held in April 2018 in Baku, Azerbaijan will be an appropriate occasion to shape this action.
Shaping this action will also fully conform with paragraph 5, Chapter 1 of the Final Document of the 17th NAM Summit, which has reaffirmed the NAM position on respecting the sovereignty and territorial integrity of states, resolutely opposing and condemning threat or use of force, including agressive joint military exercises against its member states, and strengthening solidarity among the member states.     

I am of the view that it will be also important to take practical measures at Baku Meeting for convening a high-level meeting for increased action capability of the Movement, deepening consultations between Chair State and member states through mutual visits and contacts and normalizing operation of the existing NAM News Network, etc. 
I take this opportunity to express DPRK’s full support to and solidarity with the struggle of your government and people to suppress ever increased intervention acts of the U.S. and its vassal forces aimed at overthrowing government of Venezuela, safeguard the sovereignty of the country and achieve the Bolivarian cause of revolution, and I hereby reaffirm our position to strengthen close cooperation with your country and all other member states in  upholding the principles and purposes of NAM and enhancing its role.
Please accept, Your Excellency, the assurances of my highest consideration.
